Threshold for Removal
When the child is removed from the home, the court always makes a finding:
· with clear and convincing evidence;
· including testimony of a qualified expert witness; and 
· that continued custody of the child by the parent or Indian custodian is likely to result in serious emotional or physical damage to the child.

	
	

	
Active Efforts
The court always makes a finding
regarding whether the agency made:
· active efforts to prevent removal; and
