851 SESSION

HB 1702

Requires an institution of higher education to at least annually obtain the names of current
and incoming students currently or formerly in DFPS conservatorship and provide that
information to the institution’s liaison officer responsible for assisting these students.

» Allows the liaison to attend trainings at the institution of higher education

* Requires the institution to publicize (website, social media, mail, etc.) the liaison’s name and
contact information and available support services.



POST-SECONDARY EDUCATION LEGISLATION
85T SESSION

HB 3808

* Requires each institution of higher education designate at least one employee to provide
students with comprehensive information including resources to access medical and behavioral
health coverage, public benefit program case management and counseling, parenting and child
care resources, employment assistance, financial counseling/tax preparation, transportation
assistance, student academic success strategies and any other resources offered by the
institution. Institutions can use the liaison officer that serves youth who were in foster care to
serve all students.

The Preparation for Adult Living (PAL) program
assists older youth in foster care prepare for their

departure and transitton to a successtul
adulthood.
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Note for presenter:

Support services and benefits are for eligible youth and young adults ages 14 to age 21 to assist them in becoming self-sufficient and productive.
A PAL worker is assigned to the eligible youth in care; the youth contacts this person to access their benefits/tuition waiver/health passport, etc. 
Upon exiting foster care, this stage of service remains open for the young adult; If the young adult is actively receiving services, this stage remains open up to age 21.
The young adult is not required to engage in PAL services. If the young adult is not actively accessing services w/in 90 days of their 18th birthday the stage is closed.
DFPS can reopen the services stage if the young adult calls and requests access to services.  
Young adults should be referred to the HAY center or original PAL worker when seeking access to services. 


College Tuition and Fee Waliver
(TFW)

» The college fuition and fee waiver provides
exemptions from payment of tuition and fees at a
Texas state supported college or university to
Individuals formerly in Texas state foster care and
adopted youth.

» To be exempt from the payment of tuition and fees,
youth or young adults must have been in DFPS
conservatorship.
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Presenter Notes:
25th birthday requirement does not apply to youth that qualify under the adoption provision of the tuition exemption.
Note that ETV funds may not be accessed after a total of 15 semesters.  This does not have to be consecutive semesters.  


TFW: Age reldieciEGBREEnns

» The requirement to “activate” a Tuition Waiver by enrolling prior to

age 25 does NOT apply to young adults whose eligibility is due to
having been adopted.

» If a young adult enrolls in any qualifying public college or university

prior to 25, then their Tuition Waiver is locked in for all qualifying
institutions.



TFW: SAP requirements for persons
with foster care based Tuition Waivers

» Texas Education Code (TEC) section 54.2001 (a) (1) requires students
to maintain a grade point average that satisfies the university's
satisfactory academic progress (SAP) requirement in order for the
student to continue to receive a waiver. HOWEVER, section (g) of
this law specially exempts students from this requirement if they are

receiving a waiver associated with foster care, which are sections
54.366 and S4Escvs
